Recognized as the world’s largest provider of international education scholarships, The Rotary Foundation funds more than 1,000 students annually to study overseas and act as cultural ambassadors.  
In partnership with other NGOs, national governments and the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation, Rotary, through its flagship PolioPlus program, is on the brink of eradicating this tenacious disease. Rotary’s financial contributions to the global polio eradication effort will reach nearly US$1.2 billion by the time the world is certified polio-free.
